There was an advertisement on TV about a flavoured milk drink
called Oak. The way they advertised it was that if you are

hungry and thirsty then this drink will ‘Kill that feeling dead’.

Do you remember the ad? It was very effective in getting its
message across. The slogan, ‘Kill hungry thirsty dead’ remains with
me, and yet | have never purchased a carton of Oak!

We know that in order to be healthy we need to feed our body
with healthy and nourishing food that provides all that our body
needs. We know that to feed it junk will make our body sick and
can cause considerable harm to our immunity and our vital
organs. We know that if we don’t feed our body it starts to break
down. At first gaining what energy and nutrients it can get from
the muscles, causing our skin to sag and the bones to be more
prominent, it then starts on any fat stores and finally the organs
start to shut down.
